Maintenance checklist

	Action Required

	Pump

	Check pump for damage/ blockages to the impeller.

	Check noise levels of pump in operation. If the pump is vibrating it suggests bearing may be failing.

	Check pump and associated fittings for leaks.

	Headworks Assembly

	Inspect filter cartridge - if necessary remove and wash with pressurised water. In case of slime or carbonate build up, chemical washing with acid or chlorine is recommended, refer to manufacturer’s guidelines.

	Check filters and associated fittings for leaks.

	Inspect valve box (if installed) to ensure it is clean and free of any debris.

	Techfilter

	Inspect filter cartridge - if necessary remove and wash with pressurised water.

	Replace Techfilter cartridge every 24 months.

	Dripperline

	While system is in operation check for leaks where ponding may occur on the surface. Use joiners if any damage to dripperline has occurred.

	Uncover a section of dripperline periodically to see if the drippers are working. 
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	     

	Cut a section of dripperline out to visually check the inside of the tube for any blockages or damage to the emitters. This may be done once every 2 years.

	Do a physical check of the boundaries around the land application area particularly on the lowest point to see if any run-off may be occurring.

	If DNL’s are installed check for leaks.

	Monitor and record pressures across field and compare to previous readings.

	Check all dripperline fittings for leaks while in operation and that all ratchet clamps are secure.

	Air Release Valve

	Check air release valve for leaks while in operation and that all ratchet clamps are secure.

Flushing of system

	Flushing helps prevent dirt accumulating at the end of the pipe work. The interval between flushing depends mainly on the water quality pumped through the system.

Flushing programs should start at short intervals. The interval can then be extended according to the system performance - if minimum amount of contaminant present, time between flushing can be extended; if a large amount is found, flush more often. The flushing program interval may also need to be changed at different times of the year according to irrigation frequency and water quality. 

	System pressure should be kept at maximum while flushing the mainline.

	Manually flush (clean) the filters prior to any system flushing. 
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	     

	Start by opening the flushing valve closest to the headworks assembly. Dirt will not flush instantly, out of the system, it may take several minutes before dirt starts flowing through the valve. The flushing valve should be closed, only after the majority of the dirt has been flushed out and clean water has flowed from the valve.

	Allow for 1 second of flushing for the every meter from the headworks assembly to the flush valve.

	Repeat this process for each zone.
